5.1-Story and evolution

The Portuguese breeds have been well known since the beginning
everyone and that explains why, since the first events, the breeds
ve remained the same just as they are known today.

The Portuguese Podengos are an example of that, appearing since
: very first canine exhibitions known, especially the one of 1902 in
iorto, the one of 1903 in Evora, and in 1908 in Lisbon, classificd
rerically as Podengos.

Only much later did the Podengos appear divided in varieties of
¢ and hair type, coinciding with the creation of the "Portuguese
igins Book" in 1933 (known as L.P.O.) and that later on the
spted the name of "Portuguese Book of Origins" (known as L.O.P.).

In the first "Portuguese Origins Book" published in 1956, about

s dogs registered between 1932 and 1946, we have | Large Podengo
Long Coal, 13 Medium Podengos of Leng Coat, 14 Medium
dengos of Short Coat and 1 Small Podengo.

Starting from the date of the foundation of the Book of Origins,
dengos already appear in the catalogues of the canine exhibitions in:
several varieties. This breed becomes detined with the publication
the standard of breed, where the morphologic parameters are
fined and typified as the ideal reference of the type.

However, since the beginning of these dog shows where the
sject of the type and especially of the varieties of the known racial
ups, was a source of study and discussion, there was a lot of
erest by cynologists of the first half of the century, in defining sizes
1 making uniform the existent subspecies.
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Paulo Cancela, in the magazine "A Caga" classified the existent
Podengos in two species: the Barbagas from the North and the
Galguenhos from the South. He also claimed that there were barbacas
of big and small size and in yellow, white, and of white with yellow
markings.

Armando Correia de Melo referred two categories of Podengos,
the Small ones and the Large The height being shorter or taller than
40 cms (division adopted at the Lisbon Exhibition in 1908) *

Due to the enormous differences in size among the dogs, the
author proposed the classification in three sizes. The small ones of
less than 45 cms, the medium ones up to 55 cms, and the large with
height of more than 55 cms.

The same cynologist referred to three hair types in Large
Podengos: the short, the bristly and the long.

For the purpose of making the breed more uniform, a standard for
sub-species was created by the eminent cynologists and veterinary
doctors Dr. Antonio Cabral and Dr. Luis Navarro Brazao and was
used. This standard of the Portuguese Podengo was approved in 1954
by the Portuguese Kennel Club.
